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After explaining the laws of korbanos in the third sefer, He now started to organize the
Mishkan. We were already warned about entering the Mishkan

commandments regarding the
while tameh. Now, we characterize the Mishkan in the desert in a similar manner as we did Har
Sinai when His glory rested there. For example, we are commanded (in the Mishkan) 4nd a

non-Kohen who comes close shall die, just as were were warned ke (who comes too close to Har
Sinai) shall surely be stoned... And we are commanded how the Mishkan and its vessels were
laid to rest and how they would camp around it and stand from afar, and how the Kohanim
would behave when they put it down and gathered it back together to carry it, and what they
would do to guard it. All this was done out of respect for the Mishkan as ‘one cannot compare a
palace that is guarded to one that is unguarded’. This sefer speaks about temporary Mitzvos that



were commanded when the
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Aﬁer ' spoke to the Jews “face to face’, and commanded them in the 10 dibros which are the
headings for the rest... the

Jews were now worthy of having a Mikdash in which "1 would rest
among them. He therefore commanded them to bujld the Mishkan, and through there He would
speak to Moshe and command the Jews. The main purpose of the Mishkan is to be a place where
the Shechina can rest, which is the Aron Kodesh... And the Mishkan contained, on a constant

basis, the presence of ' that rested upon Har Sinai, and when Moshe would enter, 'n would

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This book is called the book of countings... based on the two countings that the book contains.
This is more prominent than other incidents in the book, such as the spies and Bilam’s blessings
etc. because this books is mainly about the changing of how we traveled with 'n, differentiating
between the people who left o381 and those who entered the land of Israel. In the desert the

Jews were guided with open divine providence above nature, and in Israel they were ruled by
nature, with divine providence hidden from them. This change began when they were in the
desert in the 40th year (as we explain in npn nw19), and it is this manner that they waged war
with the »y33 and with prvo. Also, the staff was no longer in the hand of nwn at all times except
when it was needed...
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We will try to come back to these themes throughout our analysis of the 190.
